This dispen-
sation from Sunday mass by the bishop was taken with
the understanding that the dispensation was only tem-
porary. His desire is to help people to return to mass
as soon as it is no longer a health concern, but to also

A Look At Lent 2021

The season of Lent begins this year on Ash Wednes-
day, February 17th and ends just prior to the Evening
Mass of the Lord’s Supper on Holy Thursday, April 1st.
All the Christian faithful are urged to develop and main-
tain a voluntary program of self-denial (in addition to the
Lenten regulations which follow), serious prayer and the
performing of deeds of charity and mercy, including the
giving of alms.
LENTEN REGULATIONS

1. Abstinence—Everyone 14 years of age and over is
bound to abstain from meat on Ash Wednesday and
all the Fridays of Lent.

2. Fast—Everyone 18 years of age and under 59 is
required to fast on Ash Wednesday and Good Fri-
day. On these 2 days of fast and abstinence, only
one full meatless meal is permitted. 2 other meat-
less meals, sufficient to maintain strength may be
taken according to each person’s needs, but togeth-
er these two should not equal another full meal. Eat-
ing between meals is not permitted, but liquids
(including milk and fruit juices) are allowed.

3. To disregard completely the law of fast and absti-
nence is seriously sinful.

Why Give Something Up for Lent?

Lent is a great time to evaluate the current state of your
relationship with God. What has come between you
over the year? What do you need to change or give up
in order to give him your focus? Are you giving God the
“first fruits” (the best) of everything in your life—your
money, time, and focus—or is there an area that needs
attention? Traditionally, Lent is observed through pray-
er, fasting and giving. You may also choose to take up
another spiritual practice, such as adding a daily devo-
tional or participating in a daily Mass, in order to bring
more focus to your relationship with God during this
time. Observing Lent is more than simply giving up
chocolate for 40 days (unless chocolate is the thing
that's come between you and God). Lent is intended to
be a time of giving up something that hinders your faith,
and instead devoting that time, money or focus on re-
building your relationship with God. So, how will you
observe Lent this year? Prayerfully, ask God how he
wants you to observe Lent. Here are a few ideas to con-
sider for Lent:

-Give up 30 minutes of sleep by waking up 30
minutes earlier and read a daily devotional (such as Liv-
ing Faith) to guide your time of study and prayer.

-Give up TV on a Saturday and spend that time
volunteering somewhere.

-Give up discretionary spending and set aside
the amount you would have spent and donate it at the
end of Lent.

-Give up Facebook or Instagram and spend a
few minutes thanking God for all of your blessings.
