2. You will then place the dollar value that 
corresponds to that number (i.e. Envelope 
#23, pay $23, #145, pay $145, and so on.)  
Only checks or cash will be accepted.  
Make checks payable to OLQP. 

 

3. Return envelope to parish via postal mail, 
collection basket or parish office, no later 
than May 2.   

 

4. Your name will be placed in a drawing 
that will offer the winner, double their 
money back (i.e. donate $1/get back $2; 
donate $200/get back $400).  Drawing will 
be held on 12 noon on May 2, 2021.
