After the Ascension...

“Jesus said to the disciples, “Thus it is written that the Messiah
would suffer and rise from the dead on the third day and that
repentance, for the forgiveness of sins, would be preached
in his name to all nations, beginning from Jerusalem.

You are witnesses of these things. And (behold) | am sending
the promise of my Father upon you; but stay in the city until
you are clothed with power from on high.”

Then he led them (out) as far as Bethany, raised his hands,
and blessed them. As he blessed them he parted from them
and was taken up to heaven. (Luke 24:46-53)

The Ascension of Jesus seemed to be a depar-
ture. He had formed a community of disciples that had
become close-knit, and now he leaves them. His ascen-
sion would seem to be the beginning of the splitting-up of
this small community that had been so close together.

But it wasn’t an end. It was the beginning of a
new beginning because the gift Jesus promised (his
Spirit) would come upon them and draw them together
with bonds that went beyond the closeness they once
knew—their meals together, their times together on a
boat on Sea of Galilee, their travels on the roads of Pal-
estine. They would be “clothed with power from on high”
a new closeness that not even death could break.

St. Paul, who had his own experience with the
risen Lord, also experienced this bond with Christ and
with all who believe: “l am convinced that neither death,
nor life, nor angels, nor principalities, nor present things,
nor future things, nor powers, nor height, nor depth, nor
any other creature will be able to separate us from the
love of God in Christ Jesus our Lord.” (Rom. 8:38-39)
