Reflections on the Readings 
 

 IT CAN BE COMFORTING TO TREAT TO-
DAY’S GOSPEL AS ANOTHER OF JESUS’S HY-
PERBOLES ABOUT THE CALL TO DISCIPLESHIP.  
However, we should not avoid its truth. 
 The man in the Gospel seeking eternal life 
had observed all the commandments Jesus named 
from the law.  Yet to enter God’s reign, it is not 
enough to follow the rules.  We must follow Jesus, 
whose very example goes beyond 
abiding by the law; he completely 
hands over his entire life to God’s 
will.  To follow Christ, we must reor-
ient our entire lives and give up the 
things we hold most dear—systems 
that privilege us, laws that shield us 
from intruders to our comfort, pos-
sessions that secure us, control 
that seduces us into self-reliance. 
 There is another truth embedded here.  Your 
relationships, not your possessions, give you a place 
in God’s household.  Again and again, Mark’s Jesus 
calls us into relationship with those most powerless in 
the world.  To be in relationship with them is to be in 
relationship with Jesus, who, on the cross, gives up 
everything—power, riches, control, life—for the sake 
of the Gospel. 
 “Go, sell what you have, and give to the poor 
and you will have treasure in heaven; then come, fol-
low me” (Mark 10:21).  Personal engagement with the 
outcast and complete giving of ourselves to Christ:  
these are the marks of the disciple.

Hard But Not Impossible 

 “Jesus looked around and said to his disples, 
“How hard it is for those who have wealth to enter the 
Kingdom of God!” Mark 10:23 
 When reading this familiar warning from Je-
sus, it’s easy to do two things.  First, we think Jesus 
isn’t talking to us because we’re not wealthy 
(compared with those we know who are wealthier).  
And second, like the disciples in this story, we may 
just throw up our hands and say, “What’s the use, 
then?  It’s impossible!” 
 But Jesus chose his words carefully.  He did-
n’t say “wealthy,” he said, “wealth.” We all have 
wealth, and it can get in the way of our faith and reli-
ance on God whether we count it in the hundreds or 
millions.  Most importantly, Jesus never says 
“impossible.”  He says hard.  Hard is always possible 
with God. God, make all things possible.
