7. Public Rosaries in history: At the end of World War

They refused to leave. Yet, after massive public Rosary
processions led by Fr. Petrus Pavlicek, the Communist
invaders packed up and left. Large-scale public Rosar-
ies were likewise credited for foiling a Communist takeo-
ver in Brazil in 1964. If the Rosary saved these coun-
tries, it can save America, our families and our com-
munities.
8. Duty to honor God publicly: Secularists have been
attempting to drive religion and morality out of the public
square. Children in public schools have been suspend-
ed, for example, when they pray grace before meals.
That cannot continue! Catholics have the duty to op-
pose the secularist agenda. We openly honor God and
respect His rights. The 2022 Public Square Rosary Cru-
sade will make the point.
