Dear Parishioners, 
    In his first letter St. Peter says the fol-
lowing words: “Stay sober and alert. Your 
opponent the devil is prowling like a roar-
ing lion looking for someone to devour.  
Resist him, solid in your faith…”.  Two 
aspects of this statement by the Apostle 
Peter calls out to us.  One is that the devil 
is a true danger to all of us.  What is it that he wants…
he wants to “devour us”, he wants to destroy us, and he 
wants to claim our souls.  This should be a clarion call 
for all of us…to take notice of this danger every day of 
our lives. Evil is a reality and we must take steps to 
avoid all evils and temptations.  How do we do that?  
That is the second aspect of St. Peter’s statement.  We 
must always be strong in our faith and always resist 
those evils and temptations.  Jesus Christ suffered and 
died for us so that we could be one with Him.  He died 
for us so that we could experience the gift of faith that 
can lead us to union with the Father.  He died for us so 
that we can be led through this life by the inspiration of 
the Holy Spirit.  This is how we are to battle against the 
evils that are in the world…by having a strong faith.  
During this time of isolation from the sacraments it 
would be easy for us to relax our vigilance, but that 
would be the worst thing that we could do.  We need to 
redouble our vigilance and maintain our dedication to 
our faith.  This last Sunday was Mercy Sunday.  It was 
and is a time to throw ourselves upon the mercy of our 
Lord, Jesus Christ and ask forgiveness for our failures 
to live our faith.  However, asking forgiveness for our 
failures is not isolated to one Sunday…it is something 
that we need to do every day.  Let us always remember 
that in Jesus we have the epitome of mercy, love, and 
forgiveness.

Hope Springs Eternal 
     “Your faith and hope, then, are centered in God.” 
   1 Peter 1:21 
     The two disciples on the road to Emmaus said they 
“were hoping” that Jesus would redeem Israel (Lk 
24:21)  The two disciples lost hope when Jesus was 
crucified.  Many likewise may be struggling to hold on to 
hope.  We may feel that we have “toiled in vain, and for 
nothing, uselessly, spent “ our strength in our families, 
evangelization, work, or life in general (Is 49:4).  We 
know that the Lord has promised that our “hope will not 
leave us disappointed,” but we feel disappointed any-
way (see Rm. 5:5). 
     The two disciples on the road to Emmaus found their 
lost hope when their hearts were burning as Jesus inter-
preted the Scriptures for them (Lk 24:32) and when they 
recognized Jesus in the breaking of the bread, which 
probably refers to the Eucharist (Lk 24:35). Our hope is 
in Jesus teaching us His Word and giving us His Body 
and Blood. 
     However, we will not accept the power of the risen 
Christ to transform our lives until we yield to and receive 
the Holy Spirit in a new Pentecost.  For example, Peter 
met the risen Christ several times, heard His words of 
life for years, and was even at the Last Supper.  Howev-
er, Peter put hope in Christ permanently when the Holy 
Spirit transformed Him at Pentecost (see Acts 2:14ff).  
By the Holy Spirit, we put our hope in Christ to the glory 
of the Father. 
Prayer:  Father, make me a messenger of hope. 
Promise:  “Conduct yourselves reverently during your 
sojourn in a strange land.  Realize that you were deliv-
ered from the futile way of life.”  1 Peter 1:17-18 
Praise:  “Sing to the Lord; bless His name (Ps 96:2).  
“For great is the Lord and highly to be praised; awe-
some is He” (Ps 96:4).
