A Reflection 
“We can do no great things,  

only small things with great love.” 
-Saint Teresa of Calcutta 

 On Mother Teresa’s final day of life on earth, 
September 5, 1997, after a lifetime of loving and serv-
ing the poorest among us, she wrote a letter in which 
she expressed her joy about the news that her name-
sake, Saint Thérése of Lisieux, would be honored 
again by the Church.  She prefaced the wonderful 
news by saying, “Jesus is giving us one more gift.”  
That very year, one hundred years after the Little 
Flower went home to Jesus, she was going to be de-
clared a Doctor of the Church by Pope (now Saint) 
John Paul II.  Mother Teresa wrote:  “Can you imagine, 
for doing little things with great love, the Church is 
making her a doctor, like St. Augustine and the big St. 
Teresa!  It is just like Jesus said in the gospel to the 
one who was seated in the lowest place, “Friend, 
come up higher.” So let us keep very small and follow 
the Little Flower’s way of trust and love and joy, and 
we will fulfill Mother’s promise to give saints to Moth-
er Church.” 
 Amazingly, soon after writing these words, 
Mother Teresa herself “went home to Jesus.”  She did-
n’t even have a chance to sign the letter!  Let us take 
these final words of Saint Teresa of Calcutta to heart, 
seeking every day to do “small things with great 
love” and to become holy, “only all for Jesus through 
Mary,: as she said.  Mother Teresa said that this was 
all she wanted for us, all that she wanted from us, and 
she said that if we do this, then we will be true Mis-
sionaries of Charity, true carriers of God’s Love.
