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In this short story, “The Lottery,” by Shirley, this small little town plays its own

version of Russian Roulette. They take pieces of paper from a box and the one unlucky

Old Man Warner has never and would never question the lottery because this is
his seventy-seventh time that he is doing it. In the story, he even says “ This is my
seventy-seventh year, my seventy-seventh.” here the author uses an alliteration when
he repeats his seventy-seventh time to show you how many times he really has done it.
So this means that he is super lucky and that as long as it isn’t him he is fine with it. |
am sure that when he was younger he was nervous to do it but now that he is older he
just thinks that he isn’t going to be picked because the gods don’t want him, they want
someone else. He also never questioned it because he wasn’t being picked and he
wasn’t the one going to die so it is alright with him. Also, all the other people around him

were doing it and he didn’t want to be different. This happens a lot these days with our



youth because they also don’t want to be different and be the outcast. They may also do
it because the cool kids are doing it so | will too to be cool. This is how the vaping
epidemic started because a group of cool kids started to do it so other kids did it too
then it spread like a virus. In his childhood, he should’ve questioned these wrongdoings
so that the people would who have died in this time get to live a long and normal life like
other people.

Now one could say that Mr. Summers really doesn'’t like to do the whole lottery
but he thinks that it is okay.
